
Project: SNOWMAN

Quantity Material         

  
1  Sheet white foam (11” x 18”)
  Scraps of black and blue foam
2  Brown chenille stems
1  Tiny orange pompom
3  Small pompoms (buttons)
1  18” strip of felt
  Foam glue
  Scissors
  Ruler
  Black marker
  Silver glitter glue
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1) Cut the following strips of white foam and glue to form cylinders:
  4” x 13”, 3” x 9”, 2” x 6”
2)  Glue the cylinders on top of each other as shown, biggest on the bottom, to make the snowman.
3)  Cut a 3” circle of black foam and a 1.5” x 4.5” strip to make hat. Glue the strip into a cylinder, glue to        
 circle and glue to top of head.
4)  Fold chenille stems in half and twist, leaving about 1” not twisted at ends for hands. Glue the twisted        
 ends inside the top of the middle cylinder. Bend as shown.
5) Cut small irregular shapes of black foam for “coal” eyes. Glue in place.
6)  Glue on orange pompom for nose and draw mouth with black marker.
7)  Glue pompoms down front for buttons and tie felt strip around neck for scarf.
8)  Cut a base of blue foam as shown and glue the snowman in place. Decorate with silver glitter glue.
